Power Supply Options

TPS-97 extenders are compatible with IEEE 802.3af standard - Power over Ethernet (PoE) -
and can receive power over the TPS line.

The extender can be powered by any of the following ways:
1. Local adaptor 2. Remote power injector 3. Matrix board
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@ 7PS-TXIRX90 and TPS-TX/RX95 are not PoE-compatible, thus not able to remote power
the WP/FP-HDMI-TPS-RX97 series and vica versa.

Connect the sink (e.g. Projector) to the HDMI output port by HDMI cable.

Optionally for RS-232 extension: connect a controller/controlled device (e.g.
Projector) to the RS-232 port.

Optionally for Infrared extension:

= Connect the IR emitter to the IR OUT port of the receiver, and/or
= Connect the IR detector to the IR IN port of the receiver.

Optionally connect the receiver to a LAN.
